Learning Goal (Begin with the end in mind): As part of a working group, I will be know how to develop a research question; formulate a potential hypothesis; conduct secondary research and make an APA in-text citation; and will be able to develop a workable tool to investigate a question. 


Field Research Part I – Stages I, II & III
As a group, you are responsible to submit one copy of each of the following. I suggest that you divide the responsibilities and would further suggest that 1 & 2 be assigned to the same person. Numbers 3 & 5 require more work, so put your hardest worker on to those and make sure all members of the group contribute to these. There is a group responsibility sheet that must be handed in with this as well.
1. The research question that is guiding your field research. This can be typed out or can be hand written, but it should be edited, workable, and specific.

2. The hypothesis. This can also be either typed or hand written, and also should be edited, provable and specific.

3. Evidence of Secondary Research. These are initial research notes. There should be at least one book source, and one online academic journal or news article (referring to research). This needs to be a minimum of two pages of rough notes. Students can make their own or use the template.

4. Evidence that you know how to include an in-text citation using the APA format. This is very important. This needs to be a couple of sentences based on information taken from one of your research sources. You will summarize a point that an author or group of authors have made regarding your topic and past research that is related. You will give the credit to the author or group of authors who published the article and or book that you got the information from.

5. The tool. This is simply a copy of your survey; observation chart; interview form; or any tool you need to list data for your experiment (charts etc.).

6. The group responsibility worksheets – one from each member of the group – with your name on it.
Our Synergy Success Criteria Checklist

· Our research question has been edited, is specific and is workable.

· Our hypothesis has been edited, is provable and is specific.

· We have evidence of Secondary Research in the form of research notes that include one book source, and one online academic journal or news article (referring to research). This is a minimum of two pages of rough notes. 

· We have included an example of an in-text citation using the APA format. This is a couple of sentences based on information taken from one of our groups’ research sources. It is a summarization of a point that an author or group of authors have made regarding our topic. We have given the credit to the author or group of authors who published the article and or book that we got the information from.

· We have a tool. It is either a survey; observation chart; interview form; or a tool we need to list data for our experiment (charts etc.).

· Each one of us has filled out a group responsibility worksheet and they have our names on them.
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
